The 2009 Peacemaking Offering

It has been projected that Presbyterians will contribute more than $2,000,000 to the Peacemaking Offering in 2009. These funds will
support ministries that seek peace and work for justice across the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.). Each congregation that receives the
Peacemaking Offering is encouraged to retain 25 percent for ministries of peacemaking within the congregation and its community.
Presbyteries and synods divide 25 percent to support their ministries. The General Assembly Mission Council receives 50 percent of
the offering. In 2009, the budget for GAMC ministriesis $1,013,181. Thisincludes the $1,000,000 expected to be contributed to this
year's offering and $13,181 that is a net asset carryover from prior offerings. The Presbyterian Peacemaking Program receives most
of this portion of the offering. The Presbyterian United Nations Office receives a small amount. Guided by Peacemaking: The
Believers Calling, General Assembly mandates and the 2009-2012 GAMC Work Plan, the Presbyterian Peacemaking Program will
assist the church as it responds to the gospel call to “seek peace and pursueit.”

The Presbytery of Lake Michigan was among the top
ten presbyteries for basic mission support in the Presbyterian
Church (U.S.A.) for the past year. Support from presbyteries
helped to fund an increase in international mission personnel,
new church developments in 31 states, worship and study
resources for pastors and church leadership, support for
military chaplains, and other work of he church. Funding also
supported responses to a range of disasters, including flooding
in the Midwest and other parts of he United States, wildfiresin
South Carolina and California, hurricanes in the Gulf Coast,
and international disasters such as the cyclone in Burma and
the earthquake in China.

On September 15" and 16" Lake Michigan
Presbytery will be meeting for a retreat at Camp Henry. The
theme for this retreat/meeting is Back to Basics---Postmodern
Ministry, Postmodern Presbytery, Transforming Trends. The
guest speaker will be Jill Hudson, Coordinator of Middle
Governing Bodies for the General Assembly Mission Council
and the Office of the General Assembly of the PC(USA). For
information about this retreat, contact Ardath McCall, Elder
for Presbytery Relations.

So here are the basics:

¢+ YES—thisisnew and AN ADDITION to our adult education opportunities. We will continue to have classes for all
ages during our Education Hour on Sunday morning as well!

+  WOW will be multi-tasking! It will fill adual role as a community time and a new educational opportunity. The
evening activities will offer:

A) dinner, and
B) study/discussion group opportunities

+ You may take advantage of one or both. Dinner will be served from 5:00—7:00 p.m. which means that busy parents
and choir children may gather to eat together before heading home for homework, evening activities etc. Perhaps they
will be met by the rest of their family for this occasion! And they may share their dinner with adults who have come
early to eat before attending an evening class.

AN UPDATE ON OUR NEWSPAPER AD PLACEMENT FROM PASTOR STOKES

Last month we shared with you a brief notice about our
newspaper ad. Thank you for your gracious responses. | want
to affirm the Membership Growth & Development
Committee’'s wisdom and follow up with a few further
thoughts. Church researchers have told us for the last decade
that it is exceedingly rare that someone finds a new church
home through a newspaper ad. If our newspaper ads are
intended for evangelism, they are misplaced and their
continuance is poor stewardship. The experiment in stopping
our ad in the Grand Rapids Press was not only for the sake of
better stewardship but also for us to understand how many
members till rely on the newspaper and would miss it. We
know the majority of our congregation gets their church
information on-line—our new website has received great
reviews, and combined with the Chimes, we feel in general
that we are successfully getting the word out about programs.

However, members who still read the paper and are not “on-
line” check the ad for a number of reasons: to “see that we are
gtill there,” to get the sense that others know that we are still
alive and well, and as a reminder of the preaching schedule or
of coming church events. The latter we hope can be covered
in the Chimes and in the bulletin. The other is another matter.

This small weekly advertisement costs us more than $6,000
per year (about $125 per week). Since the ad is not good
evangelism, the committee’'s budget shouldn't bear this
expense, although we know there is still some value to the ad.

Continuing the ad is mostly a matter of continuing our care for
members of our congregation who did not grow up on-line or
who do not rely on electronic media.

Someday we may all have to rely on electronic media for our
information. Most newspapers are struggling to survive—
that’s one of the reasons that the costs are so high! Until that
day, it would be a great blessing if someone were to say, “I
understand what you want to do, and I’ll cover the cost of that
ad!” Our seasonal ads will continue as always, but we will
find a different place for the weekly ad in the budget. Please
continue to rely on the Chimes and the bulletin for church
information (as well as the website), as we continue to re-
evaluate our use of newspaper advertising.
