STEWARDSHIP 2009: Celebrating Our Gifts From God

CHRISTMAS PRESENCE

In his recently released book Scroogenomics: Why You Shouldn't Buy Presents for the Holidays (Princeton University
Press, 2009), economist Joel Waldfogel tells us that the annual holiday frenzy of buying and giving giftsisa poor use of our money
and does not do an efficient job of stimulating the economy.

Google the phrase " Christmas presents tradition” and you will find websites that tell how the practice of giving gifts during
December, which dates back to the ancient Roman feast of Kalends, was eventually Christianized by the observance of St. Nicholas
Day on December 6 (the feast day of a man sainted for giving gifts year-round to people in need). Sometime in the 19" century,
retailers and marketers whipped up gift-giving into what now seems more like a competitive sport than an act of charity. See the
Christmas Lore website at http://www.christmaslore.com/how_did the tradition of christmas presents begin.html for one of
many accounts of how Christmas gift-giving as we know it came to be.

Christian personal finance guru Dave Ramsey, on his website www.daveramsey.com, offers many articles about budgeting
for Christmas expenses, shopping wisely and frugally at Christmas, and avoiding going into debt from Christmas gift-buying. But
you will search his website in vain for an article on what should be the main focus of Christmas for followers of the person whose
birth we celebrate on that day.

And everyone has heard at least one sermon or read one article in an inspirational magazine that tries to make the case for
the wise men's lavish gifts to the infant Jesus—Gold! Frankincense! Myrrh!—as the precursors for our own over-the-top Christmas
gift-giving.

People of faith who follow Jesus Christ will continue to show their love and affection for others by giving gifts at
Christmastime. But perhaps we need to add Someone else to our lists, maybe even moving him to the top of our lists. We can do
this by making or renewing our pledge to Westminster, as well as by giving to any of the many other ministries that are doing
Christ's work in the world.

"The Word became flesh and lived among us," the Gospel of John tells us. Jesus presence as God-with-us began in
Bethlehem more than two thousand years ago, and it continues to this day. Thisis the unspeakable Gift of God.

PRESBYTERY NOTES

Presbytery of Lake Michigan

Since it istime for pledging and budget concerns for our church,
it is also a time for budget concerns at the Presbytery of Lake
Michigan. Per Capita is the primary way that Presbytery, Synod
and General Assembly meet ordinary expenses and each church
in the Presbytery is expected to contribute based on a per
member figure. For 2010 the total Per Capita amount proposed
is $23.08. Of this, $13.75 would be for Presbytery
expenses. Thisisthe same amount as for 2009.

As with any organization, a portion of this shared mission giving
goes for administrative costs which cover a portion of presbytery
staff time and office expenses. In addition these funds help
support the Presbytery resource center, ministries to the Higher
Education Agency, Camp Greenwood, covenant partners
ministering to others in their communities, Presbyterian youth
events (such as the Urban Plunge weekend recently held at
Westminster) and many other Presbyterian activities.  All
ministry units of the Presbytery have been asked to reduce their
budgets for 2010.

A WORD ABOUT WCDC. ..

For thirty-seven years, the Westminster Child Development
Center has been working to provide quality childcare on a
diding scale, offering options to an economically diverse
community of households. Now the WCDC, one of the
congtituent ministries of Westminster, like Camp Henry and
the Food Pantry, has reached acritical juncturein its history.

When the center opened, institutional childcare centers were a
novelty. Today they are ubiquitous. Many socia factors—
changes in childcare regulations, demographic changes, an
increase in options for high income families for childcare,
public schools' Kindergarten readiness programs, and their no
longer providing bussing — combined with the economic
downturn and a difficult transition in staff directors, have led
the center to its current financial crisis. A very dedicated
group of people, board members, director, church staff, and
other volunteers, are working very hard to determine the long-
term viability of the center.

WCDC is currently seeking to raise sufficient funding
through donations and grants to allow them time to explore a
significant reworking of the board and re-visioning the
center's mission. They have a specia fund-raising event on
December 15 (see below) to which you are al cordialy
invited. And we ask your prayers for discernment and the care
of this ministry during a very difficult time.
